
 
Many families participating in Head Start and Early Head Start programs are affected by domestic 
violence. Children may experience this violence themselves. Even if they are not physically injured, 
the exposure to these traumatic events can cause social, emotional and behavioral difficulties, and 
manifest in physical symptoms, resulting in difficulty learning for some children. Don’t miss this 
opportunity to learn more about prevention and response to domestic violence.
